. ADDITIONAL STATUS CONFERENCE DATES

In addition to the Status Conference previously scheduled for Thursday, October 13, 2016

at 2:00 p.m. EDT (see Order No. 111 § | (Docket No. 3178)), a Status Conference will be held

on Wednesday, November 9, 2016 at 9:30 a.m. EST in Courtroom 1105 of the Thurgood

Marshall United States Courthouse, 40 Centre Street, New York, New York.

1. SECOND CIRCUIT AND BANKRUPTCY PROCEEDINGS

Consistent with the Court’s comments at the Status Conference, the parties should continue
to keep the Court apprised of proceedings in the Supreme Court, Second Circuit, and the
Bankruptcy Court that may be related to the MDL Proceeding.

1.  COORDINATION IN RELATED ACTIONS

The parties should continue their coordination efforts in Related Actions pursuant to

Order No. 15 (Docket No. 315) and keep the Court apprised of emerging coordination issues
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through their joint letter updates (see Order No. 8 § V, Docket No. 249) or in separate letter
updates, as circumstances require.

IV. EOURTH AMENDED CONSOLIDATED COMPLAINT

Consistent with the Court’s comments at the Status Conference, plaintiffs were granted an

extension until Thursday, September 15, 2016 to file the Fourth Amended Consolidated

Complaint (“FACC”). The deadline set forth in Order No. 111 for the parties to file joint or
competing letter briefs regarding issues related to the FACC by Thursday, October 6, 2016 at
12:00 p.m. EDT remains in effect.

V. BOYD PLAINTIFF’S MOTION TO DISMISS WITHOUT PREJUDICE.

Consistent with the Court’s comments at the Status Conference, the Boyd plaintiff’s motion
to dismiss is denied without prejudice. The parties should meet and confer immediately regarding
the issues raised by Lead Counsel at the Status Conference, including any jurisdictional concerns,
and raise any unresolved issues promptly.

The Clerk of Court is directed to terminate 14-CV-8385, Docket No. 193.
