A daylight ride on a Greyhound bus from Hew York to Washington 
clues not present any scenic: wonders* yet it pays to keep one’s eyes 
open. Our strongest impression arises from the contrast between the 
beautiful, iower surrounded plants of General Motors and Boraeths 
Gin at Linden, Hew Jersey; and. the immense drab, abandoned industrial, 
plants along the Delaware Elver at Marcus Hook and vicinity where 
thousands of workers once labored and lived, but never saw any beauty 
of any sort. 

Unless absolutely necessary, the traveler should never pass through 
Washington, without stopping, if for only a. few hours. This procedure 
always leaves us ^soothed and sustained/’ At this time to such, an 
extent that we could leave at midnight for an eighteen hour ride to 
Greenville, S, O, which took us through the heart of the tobacco country, 
and. the cities of Bichmond, Danville, Winston-Salem and Charlotte. Our 
object in visiting Greenville was to meet with the Colored. Business and 
Professional Men’s Club. This organisation Is thoroughly interested 
In creating a nation-wide interest In travel. The result of this meet¬ 
ing was very encouraging. There was a. large attendance and close at- 
ieiition was paid to our remarks, A. number of questions were asked, 
which brought on a. hearty discussion, Greenville lays claim to being 
the Textile Center of the South, We note, with, special interest the 
Negro community, the Eight School, the excellent hospital, facilities 
and. many beautiful, homes, owned by Negroes, 

The 164 mile ride through well terraced farm lands and. peach 
orchards to Atlanta, was highly enjoyable, Atlanta is entered through 
the .suburbs of Decatur and the beautiful Ponce de Leon Avenue. Decatur 
Street in Atlanta, Beale Street in Memphis, and. Yamaeraw m Savannah 
have been made famous by Negroes, It was our good fortune after many 
years to be able to visit Decatur Street on Saturday night, don't miss 
this, if you ever go to Atlanta. Atlanta is the center of high educa¬ 
tion for Negroes, and here is located, the Atlanta Daily World, the 
only Negro daily newspaper in the United States. After a good, night's 
rest at the Butler Street Y. Mi C* A.,., we began our Sunday ride 204 
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miles on tiie old Central and Georgia Railroad (over General Sherman's 
route to the sea). 

At Savannah we visited Irene Mound, about 5% miles above the City 
on t ipemakera Creek. Per over two years, the Government has been un¬ 
covering this prt-iustoric Indian village. This work is being done 
undo- the direction of Dr. Hooter, of Harvard University and Dr 
Caldwell «, the archaeologist in charge. A laboratory and a museum 

f bmt} afc this site and a large number of Hmm W. P„ A. 
workers a employed. The Mound is in a dense growth of live oakes and 
tm m.mmiy m superb. 

“Savannah has been acclaimed by famous world travelers, m one of 
• he most beautiful cities in the world and its rich background and 
Writage Of history, embracing many events notable in American annals, 
provide it with many hollowed spots of deepest interest to the visitor" 
On route 17 just south of the City, of unique interest, is Cdcoanut 
Grove. Here we find a modern tourist camp, amusement pavilion and the 
beautiful home of Mrs. Mamie Cox, maid of the late Miss Marie Dressier 
famous in the movies. Alt of this was provided through funds left to 
Mrs Cox by Miss Dressier, with the stipulation that she would build a 
suitable place for the comfort of Negro travelers. 

. A further back, we referred to Yamacraw in Savannah. Here 
is located a nwgaifiicent old colonial building, First Bryan Baptist 
Church, founded in 1788, and one of the oldest Negro churches in North 
America. According to information furnished by the pastor, this Church 
is soon to become the focal point around which the new governmnet 
housing project Is to be constructed. 

Anyone visiting Savannah between April 1st and October 1st, should 
by all means take the ride on the steamer among sea islands and through 
the various inlets to Beaufort, S. C. The round trip consumes about 
12 hours. Most of the scenery is wild and primitive, and all of it is 
beautiful The cost for the round trip is one dollar. Soon after board¬ 
ing the steamer for this trip, we noticed a Colored man, oxerrising much 
authority. Crossing Port Royal Sound (the only rough water on the trip) 
looking tip at the pilot house, we noticed this man at tha wheel, looking 
ahead and calmly smoking his cigar, a sight seldom seen elsewhere. 
Negroes have long been associated with, navigation in South Carolina 
waters,.
